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Meet your 2022 elected officials

Crafton’s new Council and Mayor were sworn in on January 3rd. 
Coletta Perry vacated her council seat after six years of service to 
assume the role of Mayor. Erin Bollenbacher, Colton Chandler, Vince 
Ridilla, and John Oliverio hold 4-year terms that run from January 
2022 through December 2025. Kirsten Compitello and Justin 
Marks were elected to 2-year terms that expire in December 2023. 
The newly seated Council selected their officers immediately after 
being sworn in.

John Oliverio was elected Council President. John was 
appointed to Council in March 2021 to fill a vacancy that expired 
at the end of 2021. He led the  Communications, Recreation, and 
Community Events Committee and has served on the Shade Tree 
Commission since September 2020.

Kirsten Compitello was elected Council Vice President.  She 
also heads the Planning Commission and has played a lead role on 
the Parks Master Site Plan Steering Committee.

Vince Ridilla was elected President Pro Tem.
Phillip Levasseur was appointed to the seat vacated by Mayor 

Perry at the January 27th Council meeting. He served on council 
from 2016 to 2021 and was President of Council in 2019 from 
January to June and again for the entirety of 2020 and 2021.

3rd reorganization meeting, Council announced it would be 
accepting applications until January 17th from those interested in 
filling the seat vacated by newly elected Mayor Perry. Notices were 
placed on the Borough website, Savvy Citizen and read out at the 
January Council meetings. Two applications were received – those 
being from former Council members Fred Amendola and Phillip 
Levasseur. Council members considered the submitted applications, 
the five minute presentations and follow up Q&A sessions during 
the January 27th Council meeting before making their choice. 
Levasseur’s appointment will run through December 2023.

Planning Our Parks — 
Master Site nearing completion

Over the past 6 months, Borough residents and officials have 
been hard at work discussing improvements for the Borough’s park 
and recreation system. The community is updating its short- and 
long-term planning for six Borough parks so future decisions and 
investments can be made for enhancing the Borough’s facilities. 

The first public survey, distributed in November, measured 
perception and interest related to the overall park system, 
amenities, and opportunities.  The community expressed desire 
for several key features including trails, gathering spaces for 
community events/social activities, and outdoor sports courts. Top 
desired amenities included benches and restrooms.  

Survey results and input from the Steering Committee then 
shaped each park’s initial design concepts that were displayed 
during the December 2021 Public Meeting at Crafton Park.  Through 
these outreach efforts, 1 in 5 Borough households shared their 
thoughts and reacted to these concepts so that each park’s concept 
plan was able to be further refined. 

Based on community input, the refined designs highlight:
1) the re-purposing spaces in Crafton Park and incorporating a 

walking loop
2) introducing recreation investment and a dog park at the 

Public Works property along Chartiers Creek

 3) investing in a major “remake” of Noble and Linwood parks in 
transforming the idea of what a neighborhood park in Crafton can 
offer its residents.

As part of the six park designs, a set of “essential” improvements 
and a set of long-term, “aspirational” elements are being explored. 
“Essential” improvements, such as accessibility (ADA access) or 
safety (lighting), are the focus of immediate and ongoing attention. 
“Aspirational” design elements focus on longer-term, transformative 
ideas that the Borough has the opportunity to work toward over 
the course of the next decade. The Borough expects to phase 
investments over a number of years so that both the essential 
and aspirational improvements further enhance the recreation 
opportunities in our community. 

 As part of Winter and Spring 2022 activities, the project’s 
Steering Committee will be finalizing park design ideas to present 
to Borough Council for their review and acceptance. Borough 
Council has established a goal to begin applying for construction 
grants as early as April 2022. Be on the look-out through Savvy 
Citizen and the Borough website for ways in which you can 
participate in the next public meeting that will be scheduled 
soon! We look forward to hearing from you and seeing you at the 
upcoming public meeting!

In addition, the Crafton Parks Master Plan is underway 
and ready for Council review in March.  The Crafton/Ingram Zoning 
Project is going to RFP with funding supported from a DCED grant.

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Borough Projects Update
New Grants

Pool House — Pennsylvania Department of Conservation and 
Natural Resources (DCNR) awarded Crafton Borough $250,000 
towards the pool house renovations. Renovation work will begin 
after the 2022 pool season. Planned renovations have been drafted 
from the Comprehensive Plan and include updates to the changing 
facilities as well as addressing improved accessibility.

Public Stairs — Commonwealth Finance Authority awarded Crafton 
Borough $200,000 towards phase 1 of our public stair replacement 
program. Discussions are ongoing to prioritize and finalize plans. 
Work should begin this summer.

Steuben Street & Duncan – Crafton was awarded funding from 
CDYear 47 to improve the drainage area at the intersection of 
Duncan Avenue and Steuben Street.



Municipal Complex Updates
The roof replacement for the the Community Center, Library, and 

Magistrate’s Office building will begin in early spring. 
The borough building improvements which includes façade 

cleaning and stone replacement will get underway in early summer. 
These projects, expected to cost are being supported by a $180,000 
grant from Allegheny County’s Gaming Economic Fund. The 
Borough’s portion of the project will be about $70,000.

Public Works Facility
The bid has been awarded for the building components of the 

new Public Works Facility and the bid process is underway for the 
construction of the building. This work will get underway soon and 
should be completed this year.

Crafton Blvd. Storm Sewer Separation 
The project involves the separation of 25 acres from the 

combined sewer system and removes 7.7 million gallons of excess 
stormwater and groundwater annually.

Zoning update project receives DCED grant
Crafton and Ingram Boroughs are joint recipients of the Fall 

2021 Pennsylvania Department of Community and Economic 
Development (DCED) Municipal Assistance Program grant. This 
grant will make it possible for both communities to make Borough-

specific zoning ordinance revisions to be consistent 
with the jointly adopted 2017 Crafton-Ingram Thrive 
Comprehensive Plan. Up to 50% of the professional 
service costs are eligible to be covered by DCED.

Crafton’s last significant zoning ordinance update took place in 
2004. Many regulations and permitted uses are outdated and do 
not encourage the highest and best use of the walkable downtown 
properties in each Borough.

A Request for Proposal was issued  after the January 27, 2022 
Crafton Council meeting that was attended by representatives of 
Ingram Council. Proposals are due March 15, 2022 at 4 pm. 

Shortly after the deadline, the selection committee will review 
the proposals, interview the finalist organizations, and make a 
recommendation to Council. 

The zoning update process will involve:

1.	 assessing current development regulations
2.	  �taking inventory of commercial development sites and their 

conditions 
3.	  �getting input from the community on their vision for their 

neighborhood by holding public meetings 
Once all information is analyzed, ordinances can be drafted and 

zoning maps updated. Once completed, each Borough can review 
and adopt their plan as required.

Updating the Zoning Ordinances encourage effective 
redevelopment strategies that will take advantage of nearby public 
transit and allow for updated development in mixed-use and key 
areas that remain underutilized, as well as promote neighborhood 
connectivity and walkability. It will also simplify regulations and 
promote policies that allow Crafton and Ingram to weather market 
changes, as well as make them desirable to new businesses. 
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Funding to Aid Homeowners Facing COVID-19 Financial Hardship
The new Pennsylvania Homeowner Assistance Fund (PAHAF) is 

open, and applications are available online at https://pahaf.org.
This program aids homeowners who are facing unforeseen 

COVID-19 pandemic-related financial hardships. Funding for 
this program is possible through an award of more than $350 
million in federal American Rescue Plan Act funds through the U.S. 
Department of Treasury’s Homeowner Assistance Fund. The program 
is being administered by the Pennsylvania Housing Finance Agency 
(PHFA) for the purposes of preventing and/or easing mortgage 
delinquencies, defaults, foreclosures, displacement and utility 
disconnection. The PAHAF program will prioritize individuals and 
families with the greatest need, as well as those who are socially 
disadvantaged.
To be eligible, a homeowner must meet the following criteria:

•	 Own and occupy the property as their primary residence.
•	 �Experience financial hardship after January 21, 2020 (including 

a hardship that began before January 21, 2020 and continued 
after that date).

•	 �Have a household income that is equal to or less than 150% area 
median income.

•	 �Homeowner’s first mortgage is a conforming loan and meets the 
federal limits for the year in which the loan was taken.

•	 �And the homeowner has not already received or applied for 
assistance for mortgage payment, mortgage reinstatement, 
property charges, and/or utility payment from another federal, 
state, local, nonprofit, or tribal source.
In order to ensure that available funds are distributed to those 

with the greatest needs first, priority will be given to homeowners 
with annualized current income of no more than 100% of area 

median income for the relevant household size, and for those that 
meet the definition of socially disadvantaged. The PAHAF program 
will provide assistance for mortgage and housing-related expenses 
to help prevent mortgage delinquencies, default, foreclosure, and 
displacement. 

Additionally, utility assistance may be available to resolve 
delinquent payments for utility services, particularly for those bills 
where no program currently exists in the Commonwealth, and that 
there is an imminent disconnection, lien, possible foreclosure, or 
homeowner displacement. The maximum amount of assistance for 
any homeowner under PAHAF is $30,000 or up to 24 months of 
assistance.

Preparing for Transition to 5G Cellular Service
The Pennsylvania Department of Aging is reminding seniors with 

older devices to learn about the potential impacts related to the 
shutdown of the 3G network service and prepare accordingly. The 
shutdown involves the nation’s three major wireless carriers and 
could occur as soon as this month.

The shutdown could also impact other devices that rely on 3G 
connectivity, including medical alert devices, tablets, home security 
systems, and roadside assistance systems.

The carriers are directly notifying users of the devices that utilize 
the 3G network to inform them if the discontinuation impacts 
them. However, seniors with older phones that they use only to 
contact 911 for emergencies may not receive a 
notification if they do not have active service with 
a carrier.
